Our homes are designed to high
water efficiency standards and are
fitted with dual flush WCs, low-flow
taps and showerheads which use
less water without compromising
convenience and comfort. The
development will also feature

a rainwater harvesting system,
which will be used to irrigate
landscaped areas.
